Research Student Training Log 

Each research student should decide, in consultation with their supervisor, a programme of research training for each year of study.

The student is strongly advised to establish with his/her supervisor at the start of the research programme training needs for the whole year. Every Ph.D. student at the University of Cambridge is expected to complete the equivalent of at least 10 days of skills training over the course of their period of study.  Masters students should complete at least 3 days of skills training.

The log should be submitted at each stage of the Faculty’s assessment for Ph.D. students, i.e. first-year registration, second-year interview and third-year progress report.  Progress on training needs will be assessed and recorded at each annual review, indicating whether any remain outstanding, and identifying training needs for subsequent years of study.
